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The article deals with the statistical publications in the second half of the XX — beginning of the XXI
centuries, which contain data on tourism development in the Community. The author presents the most
important stages of the supranational statistics formation in the context of collecting data on tourism
industry. The content of the statistical sources issued by Eurostat, Eurobarometer of the European
Commission and etc. are analyzed in detail.

The purpose of the article is to highlight through the study of European statistical sources the
characteristics of accounting for tourism activities in the Community conducted by statistical bodies of
the European Union (EU).

Material and methods. The research sources are presented by statistical data of Eurostat,
Eurobarometer, the European statistical system and legislation. The article is based on the principles of
scientific historicism, objectivity, systematicity, as well as general scientific methods (analysis, synthesis,
induction, deduction).

Findings and their discussions. Attention is focused on the main statistical publications of Eurostat,
Eurobarometer, the European statistical system and the characteristics of their statistical accounting. It
reveals the interaction of statistical organizations in the exchange of statistical surveys.



Conclusions. Analysis of the main statistical sources reflecting the most important characteristics of
tourism development in the XX—XXI centuries seems to be a difficult research task. With incomplete
statistics at the supranational level, a more detailed study of the statistical indicators of Member States is
required.
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
