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Belarusian historians have revealed many aspects of the state bodies’ activities on military construction and patriotic education of
young people. However, the problem of physical and military training of pioneers remains poorly researched.

The purpose of the article is to analyze the role of the Party and state bodies, public organizations in physical and military-applied
training of young pioneers on the level of the Republic, to generalize the accumulated experience, to reveal the problems that hindered
the undertaken activities.

Material and methods. The author used the documents of the Central Committee of the Communist Party, the Central Committee
of the Lenin Communist Youth Union of Belarus, district Party committees, local administration bodies, Komsomol committees, and
departments of public education, military commissariats and councils of physical training. The research methodology is based on the
principles of objectivity and historicism.

Findings and their discussion. The work of state bodies and public organizations on physical and military training of pioneers is
analyzed; the accumulated experience is described. The reasons which hindered the undertaken activities related to the underestimation
of the importance of childrens movement, the lack of physical training personnel, a weak training base, and negligence in the work of
pioneer leaders are analyzed.

Conclusion. Despite the existing problems and shortcomings in the work, the pioneer movement played a huge role in the physical
and military development of children and adolescents.
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
