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Adialect language which is an outer literary formation demonstrates a wide range of new linguistic phenomena and, correspondingly,
another picture of the world, a more naive and natural which shapes itself rather independently, without the impact of some artificial
factors.

The purpose of the article is a semantic and word-building analysis of prefixes within the word-building of dialect emotives.

Material and methods. The research material is a collection of files obtained by the method of continuous sample from Russian folk
dialects. The main method of this research is the descriptive one which is implemented through the tools of observation, comparison,
generalization and interpretation of the studied dialect emotives.

Findings and their discussion. A semantic and word-building analysis of prefixal emotive verbs on the material of Russian folk
dialects is carried out in the article.

Prefixation within the verb word-building paradigm is highly productive both in the literary language and in dialects. However,
this derivation productivity manifests itself differently in the two language subsystems. Hence, word-building meanings which
are obtained by means of prefixes both in dialect derivatives and in the corresponding usus units are compared in the paper. So,
prefixes voz-, vz-/vs-, vy-, za- within word-building of verb emotives imply inceptive, resultative, finitive and intensifying meanings
which they possess in the literary language. However, the language of dialects manifests exclusive derivation facts: pejorative and
inceptive meanings of the prefix vy-, the delimitative meaning of the prefix za- etc. Various language processes are described in the
paper which accompany the building of prefix emotives in dialects: derivation haplology, reduplication etc. The process of prefix
desemantization, that is, a prefix does not carry any additional semantic implications into the structure of a derivative, is typical
of word-building in dialects.

While considering verb prefixation in dialects it should be pointed out that in Russian folk dialects quite widespread
is the phenomenon of polyprefixation: joining a secondary prefix to the verb with a prefix. At the same time secondary prefixes are
capable of including a number of meanings into the semantic field of the derivative unit, of desemantizing primary prefixes and even
of desemantizing themselves.

Conclusion. Dialect units manifest themselves as unique word-building phenomena which possess huge potential for future word-
building processes, which is conditioned by the lack of limiting factors in dialect word-building.
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
