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The article considers the problem of the genre and stylistic status of modern media discourse (discourse of mass media).

The aim of the article is to find out and characterize the main stylistic tendencies typical of the discourse of mass media as a type
of institutional discourse.

Material and methods. The research is carried out on the basis of TV and printed genres as well as Internet- and radio discourse.
The communicative and pragmatic approach has been chosen as the research method.

Findings and their discussion. Modern media discourse is characterized by such stylistic processes as convergence and divergence.
While media convergence implies mixing elements of different discourse systems (scientific, political, journalistic, etc.) as well as
the components of a few genres and functional styles (those of scientific, journalistic, everyday, and official styles), divergence, on
the contrary, implies diversification of forms and formats of media communication, expanding its genre and stylistic boundaries.
The reason for these two ambivalent phenomena is the introduction of new technologies of collecting, interpreting and distributing
information.

Conclusion. Media discourse is a unique type of institutional discourse as it combines ambivalent stylistic features (e.g., official
and personal traits), which is predetermined by the specificity of the discourse system under study.
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
