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The article reflects the evolution of the formation of the names of archaeological sites in the state registration lists in the BSSR and
the Republic of Belarus.

The purpose of the article is to analyze the evolution of names and the composition of archaeological sites considered as heritage
objects (historical and cultural sites, historical and cultural values), to identify general trends characteristic of different periods,
as well as existing problematic issues.

Material and methods. In preparing the article, the registration lists of archeological sites of the BSSR and the State List
of Historical and Cultural Values of the Republic of Belarus were used. In processing the material, general scientific (analysis, synthesis,
comparison, etc.) and particular methods of historical research (the historical-genetic and historical-comparative) were used.

Findings and their discussion. Attention is drawn to the peculiarities of the formation of the names of archaeological sites
in the 1950s as well as to the evolution of the naming system for archaeological objects in the 1980s. Particular attention is paid
to archaeological sites included in the state registration lists of heritage sites at the present stage, including the problem of their names
and combining into complexes.

Conclusion. Over the period from the middle of the twentieth century to the present time, there has been a significant evolution
in the names of archaeological sites in the registration lists. Moreover, the processes that took place mainly in the 1980s complicated
the process of registering archaeological sites and caused the existing difficulties with the lack of a uniform approach in the current
State List of Historical and Cultural Values of the Republic of Belarus. At the same time, if we point out the most successful examples
of various Regions of the Republic in this issue and in the case of a uniform approach with the participation of specialists from
the Institute of History of the National Academy of Sciences of Belarus, the process of state registration and the optimal name
of archaeological sites can be significantly improved.
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
